Follow these steps to simultaneously send a Letter to the Editor to multiple
newspapers in the region:

1. Go to: http://my.democrats.org/page/speakout/posthouseL TE

2. Putin your Zip code. You will be redirected to a page where you enter all
your address information.

3. Check all the boxes for all of your local papers. But, DO NOT CLICK
NEXT or you'll send someone else's message.

4. NOW CAREFUL THIS IS THE IMPORTANT PART: DO NOT CLICK
NEXT. Instead Click "2. Compose Letter "this is in the top middle of the
page. This will allow you to compose your own letter to the editor.

5. Write your letter to the editor against the healthcare bill.

6. Now click Next

7. Preview your letter to the editor and click Send Email.

Tips When Calling Representatives

If calling a Representative where you do not reside in their district, use *67 before
you dial their number to hide your number

They may ask for your address or at least a zip code, so be prepared to provide
one. Note: The people answering the phones are not interested in hearing from
you if you are not in their district. Keep in mind, their actions ultimately affect
you, so you have a right to be heard!
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v" Remind them that you can and will support their opponent in the next election
with your money and time if you are not being heard or represented.

Be polite, but firm in your position.

v
v' Ask the person to repeat the message you just left with them.
